WHAT WouLD IT BE LIKE IF YOU LOST YOUR HEARING?

What would it be like if you woke up one morning and all you could hear was a muffled
background or worse you could not hear anything? We are so accustomed to hearing the
usual sounds like the falling rain, the casual voice of a loved one, footsteps of someone walking up
behind us, or our favorite music.

To understand this feeling, go to your nearest drugstore and buy several pairs of ear plugs, both
the solid and foam kind. One Sunday morning after you have arrived at church insert the earplugs
and experience the difference.
