Prothero vehemently disagrees with the politically
correct notion that all/l
lovely sentiment, but it is dangerous, disrespectful,
and untrue. 0 The i dea
maintains, is nothing but wishful thinking. Hence,
this book is meant to bed and most definitely isd
a bracing dose of realism. Religion is not just a
private matter, he continues. Rather, it affects the
world from social, economic, political, and military
perspectives. Religion has two faces as a force
of both good and evil. He discusses what he
considers the great religions of the Middle East
(Judaism, Christianity, and Islam), India (Hinduism
and Buddhism), and East Asia (Confucianism and
Daoism)d great in this context being contingent
on number of adherents and historical signifi-
cance. As the eighth religion of the subtitle,
Prothero includesd which may surprise somed
the Yoruba religion of West Africa and its vast Di-
aspora. There is also a brief chapter on atheism.

A Letter from Stephen Prothero

On my last visit to Jerusalem, | struck up a conver-
sation with an elderly man in the Muslim Quarter.
As a shopkeeper, he seemed keen to sell me
jewelry. As a Sufi mystic, he seemed even keener
to engage me in matters of the spirit. He told me
that religions are human inventions, so we must
avoid the temptation of worshipping Islam rather
than Allah. What matters is opening yourself up to
the mystery that goes by the word God, and that
can be done in any religion. As he tempted me
with more turquoise and silver, he asked me what
I was doing in Jerusalem. When | told him | was
researching a book on t
down the jewelry, looked at me intently, and, plac-
ing a finger on my chest for emphasis, said, "Do
not write false things about the religions."

As | wrote God is Not One, | came back repeatedly
to this conversation. | never wavered from trying to
write true things, but | knew that some of the
things | was writing he would consider false.

Mystics often claim that the great religions differ
only in the inessentials. They may be different
paths but they are ascending the same mountain
and they converge at the peak. Throughout this

sage Laozi, who wrote his classic the Daodejing

o f just before digpappeaging forayey intp the mounmtains;

the Sufi poet Rumi, who instructs us to "gamble
everything for love"; and the Christian mystic
Julian of Norwich, who revels in the feminine
aspects of God. But my focus is not on these
spiritual superstars. It is on ordinary religious folkd
the stories they tell, the doctrines they affirm, and
the rituals they practice. And these stories,
doctrines, and rituals could not be more different.
Christians do not go on the hajj to Mecca; Jews
do not affirm the doctrine of the Trinity; and neither
Buddhists nor Hindus trouble themselves about
sin or salvation. :
Of course, religious differences trouble us, since
they seem to portend, if not war itself, then at least

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MYTH AND RITUAL

Myths and rituals are essential parts of all cultures. The stories people tell and the patterned behavior they
engage in on special occasions are ways of giving meaning and coherence to human life.

Myths and rituals are primarily the products of the human imagination. For tens of thousands of years human
cultures have flourished by relying on their imaginative powers to create satisfying mythical explanations of
experienced existence, and to organize ritual performances wherein these explanations are given experiential
form. Myths and rituals provide human beings with coherence and meaning.

For over a century anthropologists have been studying the ritual process. Rituals across time and space
share two things: the same basic structure, and they all create, maintain and build up community. 101 years
ago the French ethnographer, Arnold van Gennep, first identified the three-part structure of rituals: a rite of
separation from the ordinary way of conducting daily life, to produce a period of liminal experience of
community in the present moment, and a rite of reaggregation to return the participants to the ordinary
experience of life. Later anthropologists used this framework in their own examination of rituals around the
globe.

Victor Turner examined in great detail the experience of liminality in rituals. Limen in Latin means a
6doorway.
